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Start AgentMax.exe if it is not running, or send it a command if it is.  If you are not sure whether it is running, you can start it anyway, and the second running instance will send its startup options to the first and then shut itself down.  But AgentMax is a rather large program, so the preferred method is to make sure it is always running, and to use AmaxSend.exe to send import messages to it as necessary.  AmaxSend.exe must be in the same folder as AgentMax.exe, or AgentMax will ignore it.  (Note: an IMPORT command without a FilePathName argument or colon tells AgentMax to try to import from the current PNR in the GDS of its Primary Interface, if any.)
